Wait until you see the tests for 2010, new route and lots of new tests. More details in due course.
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Knockhill saw the Saltire Rally Club, putting on an excellent display of rally driving at the 4th Scottish
Speedfair, and the weather which can be unpredictable at Knockhill was on form with rain wind and
no need for sun cream. However the rain settled the dust and stopped us from upsetting the track
crews this year. The tests which were used were on the small rally stage, the scene of the past three
events, but with a few small amendments, 360 degrees in the opposite direction caught more than
one crew out - they must have been using 2008 test diagrams!

Impressive displays of driving on the Saturday tests saw the track spectators congregating at the first
360° where some of the best action was to be seen. Fine driving displays saw Archie and Richard in
their white Midget leading the field from early in the event, although Scott Clements was also driving
in fine style whilst getting to grips with his Clan Crusader. An intermittent electrical fault hardly
seemed to phase Nairn Brown in his green Austin Healy Sprite, an excellent display of co-operation
saw more drivers looking under his bonnet with advice of varying usefulness, but the spirit of the
event was plain to see.

Lindsay Smith used all his skills from his auto test days on test six to confuse and bewilder the easily
led in the torrential rain, but with the cream of the navigators showing their skill clean tests were
possible for many crews including David Lewis, William Thompson, Scott Clements, Peter Humphrey,
and David Heirs to name but a few.

This saw the conclusion of the Saturday event, but not the conclusion of the day. The Saltire BBQ



proved to be an excellent end to a great day of motorsport, although the fun did not stop there, most
rally crews who were overnighting congregated in the rally lodge to swap stories of the day, and put
the world to rights.

The final of the weekend saw the top 10 crews
lining up to put on a very impressive display of
accurate and entertaining driving to the enjoyment
of the hairpin crowds. Unfortunately pressure from
the Knockhill organisers saw the shootout
prematurely ended, this however did not change the
results, but ended a fine display, with Archie
Simmonds once again adding to the dusting on the
mantelpiece, with a well deserved reward for
excellent driving giving a time of 1 minute and 18
seconds, one second slower than last year.
